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Construction

Construction will take up to 18 months and is
currently expected to begin in 2007. We would
minimise disruption to traffic on the A1 and
other roads in the area during construction
and restrict Contractor's vehicles to major
routes. Surveys, before construction starts,
would confirm previously identified protected
species and where necessary these would be
relocated.

The Contractor would produce an
Environmental Management Plan for the
works. This would be used to control
construction work, limit impact on local
properties and protect environmentally
sensitive areas. During construction local
residents would be kept informed of progress.

Draft Orders

The Secretary of State has published the
following draft Orders for the Scheme under
the Highways Act 1980.

The Al Trunk Road (A151/B676 Junction and
B6403 Junction Improvements Colsterworth)
Compulsory Purchase Order (MP No. 43) 200.
This Order would authorise the compulsory
acquisition of the land needed to carry out the
improvements.

The Al Trunk Road (A151/B676 Junction and

B6403 Junction Improvements Colsterworth
Side Roads) Order 200 . This Order would
authorise the improvement to lengths of the
highway and stop up and provide new means
of access.

The Al Trunk Road (A151/B676 Junction and
B6403 Junction Improvements Colsterworth)
Order 200 . This Order would authorise the
construction of new lengths of trunk road.

The Al Trunk Road ((A151/B676 Junction and
B6403 Junction Improvements Colsterworth)
(Detrunking) Order 200 . This Order would
authorise the detrunking of the length of trunk
road described in the schedule to this Order
that would cease to be a trunk road and would
be reclassified as a classified road.

These draft Orders provide the legal basis

of the Secretary of State's proposals for the
improvement of the A1 Colsterworth junction.
The Order plans will show the line of the new
road, the roads to be improved, alterations

to accesses and public rights of way and the
land required for construction of the project.
