he archaeological surveys

are now complete and the
population of newts (pictured
below) have been moved to the
new ponds we’ve provided.

We have had to remove some
hedges during our work. Where
this has happened we have
disposed of the material in an
environmentally friendly way using
specialist machinery.

We intend to plant a large number
of trees and shrubs around the
scheme to soften its impact on
the surrounding area and on
properties close-by.

Discussions with land-owners

are continuing as we seek their
agreement to our plans for ‘off-site
planting.
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S ince the turf cutting ceremony
and exhibition in November
we have made considerable
progress, mainly in the area of
the A550 and A540 junctions.
Most of our work has been
carried out without causing too
much disruption to drivers.

We had to close some lanes
on the A5117 west of the A540
roundabout heading towards
Deeside and a 40mph speed
limit is still in force. Your safety
