Introduction

The Highways Agency is widening the M1 motorway in Hertfordshire
and Bedfordshire between Junction 6A (M25) and Junction 10 (Luton)
to four lanes in each direction.

This is one of the busiest stretches of motorway in Britain, carrying
over 160,000 vehicles per day. Widening the motorway will help to cut
congestion and reduce the number of accidents.

The scheme involves the construction of seven new bridges to carry
roads over the motorway. The old bridges will be demolished. The first
bridge to be demolished is Slip End Bridge just south of Junction 10.
This work will require the closure of the motorway.

When will the motorway be closed ?

The motorway will be closed from 9pm on Saturday 25 November
2006 until 9am on Sunday 26 November 2006. However advance
preparation works for traffic management will mean that the motorway
will be affected from 8pm on the Saturday night.

Why is it necessary to close the motorway ?
The motorway has to be closed to allow the safe demolition of the
existing bridge without danger to road users.

Where exactly is the closure ?
The motorway will be closed between Junction 9 (Redbourn A5
interchange) and Junction 11 (Luton and Dunstable)

What alternatives are available?

The A1(M) and M40 provide suitable alternative strategic/long
distance routes. Rail should also be considered as an alternative
means of transport.

How do | get to Luton Airport ?

Roadusers travelling to Luton airport from the north should follow the
airport signs from Junction 11 of the M1. Roadusers coming to the
airport from the south should leave the M1 at Junction 9 and follow
the main diversion route towards Junction 11, then follow airport signs.
Long distance traffic travelling to the airport should consider using the
A1(M) and approach Luton from the East.

Are any other closures planned ?
There are six further existing overbridges to demolish between January
and September 2007. Further details will be publicised nearer the time.
